Service Project Openings 

 
Are you interested!  
  
 Our Area Churches, in an ecumenical effort to 
continue providing the help New Orleans needs (Yes, 
long after the cameras are gone, the need to rebuild 
continues), are organizing a group of volunteers for a 
10-day trip to the New Orleans area, either the last 
week of April or early May.   
 
The Team will leave southwestern Wisconsin on a 
Friday and return ten days later.  While skilled people 
are always appreciated, anyone wishing to make the 
trip is encouraged to inquire.

Also,  
Some, but not all, of our folks are opening discussion 
about flying rather than driving down to New Orleans. 
That could reduce the trip time to 6-9 days rather 
than the 10 days for driving down and returning to 
insure about 5 days of work and tourism. The support 
organizations there refer to volunteers as 
“voluntourists”. Last year’s expenses were about 
$800 per person. The BLC group who went last year 
chose to personally absorb the expenses and give all 
that was donated and spent to the recovery. This 
year’s group will need to make their own decision 
regarding expenses and donations. It is estimated it 
will take 10 years from the time of Katrina for all the 
damaged homes to be repaired in the area.

Other witnesses about Christ 
 
There is much historical evidence, besides the Bible, 
that Jesus did indeed live and that his life, death and 
resurrection were the foundation of Christianity.  
 
One famous non-Christian historian named Flavius 
Josephus lived about A.D. 37. He focused primarily on 
Jewish history but also wrote the following words: 
“Now there was about this time, Jesus, a wise man … 
a doer of wonderful works. He drew over to him both 
many of the Jews and many of the Gentiles.”  
 
The writings of Josephus provide important extra-
biblical information about the people, customs and 
geography during Jesus’ time. Origen, a Christian 
author who wrote around the year 240, said Josephus 
“did not accept Jesus as Christ.” But by mentioning 
Jesus in his history texts, Josephus added credibility 
to the Lord’s earthly life. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
What is Prayer? 
 If the Bible is our food, then prayer is our air. It’s the 
way by which we draw in the atmosphere of God.  
 
Prayer is rich and varied. Sometimes we confess our sins 
in a prayer of penitence. Sometimes we praise God in 
worship and thanksgiving. Sometimes we ask God for 
help and grace to meet whatever comes our way. 
Sometimes we pray for other people. Sometimes we’re 
quiet, knowing that when we stop clamoring and 
pleading our case, there comes a sense of God’s reply, 
some intimation of his will, some message from him to 
us.  
Remember that nothing God can ever give is comparable 
to himself. It is God we seek in prayer. Everything else is 
secondary 

Prayer box 
Family prayer time is a good habit. Make it fun 
with this activity for all family members. They can 
use this special box whenever they have  
a prayer request.  
 
What you need:  
• Shoebox  
• Wrapping paper ,. .‘ ‐  
• Scissors  
• Tape  
• Stickers markers etc. (optional)  
• Index cards  
• Pencils or pens  
What you do:  
1. Wrap the shoebox like a present. Be sure to wrap  
the lid separately so it can be removed.  
 
2. Let the whole family help decorate the box. You can 
write Bible verses about prayer, draw pictures, glue on 
pictures or add stickers. Be creative!  
 
3. Put the box in a prominent location of your house. 
Keep a pile of index cards and pencils or pens near the 
box.  
 
4. Whenever a family member has a prayer request, he 
or she can write or draw it on a card and put it inside the 
box.  
 
5. Family members can share the cards in a prayer circle, 
or people can take turns

When the days drew near for 
him to be taken up, [Jesus] set 
his face to go to Jerusalem.                                     

Then again,  “severe acts” were probably not  the  real 
reason  for  my  avoidance  of  Lent  commitments. 
Looking  back,  I  now  know  more  about  myself  and 
about my own weaknesses, as well as my strengths.  I 

realize that  it was and continues to be challenging for 
me to surrender myself to the call of following Jesus. I 
like what I like. I want what I want. Mostly, I desire to 
be  in  control of my  life, at  least  to  the degree  that  I 
can.  Lent  commitment  requires  me  to  offer  more. 
More than I want to offer. Lent calls for me to do more 
for others, more than I want to do. 

 

Luke 9:51 NRSV 

The season of Lent is upon us. We are once again made 
aware  of  our mortality  as  we  receive  ashes  on  our 
foreheads  and  are  reminded  of  the  words  from 
Genesis, “Remember that you are dust and to dust you 
shall  return.”   As a younger person  I had a  love/hate 
relationship  with  Lent.  Maybe  I  still  have  such  a 
relationship with it.  

Back  in  my  younger  days,  I  loved  so  many  of  the 
Scripture  readings  in  Lent  that  focused  on  Jesus’ 
example  of  risk  taking.  He  cast  out  demons,  healed, 
and  restored  those who were outcast.  Jesus also cast 
about  vendors  tables  near  the  Temple,  spoke  to  the 
hypocrisy  of  leaders,  chastised  and  corrected  his 
closest  followers.  Except  for  the  most  desperate  of 
people  in  these dire circumstances, who among  them 
could  even  “like”  Jesus,  let  alone  “love”  him?  I 
continue to love the radical nature of this Jesus.  

Yet, there also was the “discipling” – the discipline – of 
Lent that felt like such bondage to me. Fasting, that is, 
the intentional planned act of eating less. Almsgiving ‐ 
choosing  to offer  to do without  a  favorite  food, or a 
habit during Lent  in order to give up something that  I 
really  liked,  so  that  I  could  follow  better  Christ’ 
sacrificial  example  of  giving  everything.  Commit  to 
praying more – more often, more sincerely, and offer 
prayers  that  were  and  are more  oriented  to  others 
needs  instead  of my  own.  Finding ways  to  give  alms 
“above and beyond”  the norm. Offer  to give more of 
my  time,  my  talent,  my  treasure  and  in  my  telling 
about  the  Good  News  of  Jesus  Christ.  Maybe  my 
difficulty  in  those  days  with  Lenten  “discipling”  had 
something  to do with how  I perceived  the severity of 
the acts that were required. 

As I have grown in my life of faith, I have discovered a 
spiritual  need  for  me  to  journey  with  Jesus  during 
Lent. How that makes itself known, is that I focus first 
and  foremost  upon what  Jesus  has  already  done  for 
me and for all of creation. Then, I look for the practices 
of Lent that support me in that journey. It has made a 
significant difference for my perspective of the season 
of  Lent.  Lent  has  become  less  about  me  and  more 
about  Jesus  and  about  his  followers.  I  now  actively 
look for ways to journey along with Christians through 
Lent, rather than judge myself for whether my Lenten 
“discipling”  meets  my  often  severe  criteria.  I 
remember  the cross of Christ  is  the way of  salvation. 
Nothing I can do, in Lent or in life, will earn me Christ’ 
reward  of  eternal  life.  Somehow,  beginning  from 
there,  the  Lent  “discipling” becomes  a  gift  and not  a 
hollow burden for me. Perhaps it can become a gift for 
you, too.  

As you “Remember that you are dust and to dust you 
shall  return.” may your Lent  journey be one of gifted 
“discipling”.
