The famous song of New Orleans leads us into the activities of the coming days and months.

Four of Barneveld Lutheran Churches’ members are in New Orleans serving with the rebuilding of homes. Still after three
and a half years, the need continues. Most government agencies and aid are gone or leaving or they are mired in political
battles or with beaurocratic bungling. Still people of God’s churches arrive in groups as small as one and as large as a
hundred or even thousands (see below). Habitat for Humanity still comes to build. Neighborhoods are still just partially
re-settled. Schools — especially public schools — continue to have only about half of the students that were there before the
storms came and levees failed. Public health care is limited and public hospitals are not being re-built to serve the poor
and needy. Police women and men, fire fighters, water and sanitation workers, social workers and teachers, nurses and
doctors, small business owners and lawyers are not there in pre- storm numbers. The community labors to re-birth the
sense of pride that comes when stable and strong neighbors love their neighborhoods. And still, God cries out for justice
for those impoverished ones still without homes, still without settlements, still without legal recourse — the poor people
that our nation so often chooses to overlook. They only seek what we take for granted. That is the concept that everyone
deserves a fair and reasonable chance to achieve the American Dream. New Orleans exemplifies what is great and also
what is awful about our American way of life. God calls out for us to continue to do God’s will. And what does the Lord

require of you, but to do justice, love mercy and walk humbly with your God. Micah 6:8

New Orleans is the gathering place for 36,000 youth and chaperones of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America. In
the last week of July 2009, 36,000 youth and leaders will be engaged in a day of service work in and around the city of
New Orleans. It may be the largest numbers of volunteers to serve the area at one time since shortly following Hurricanes
Katrina and Rita. Currently, there are eleven young people and four adult chaperones heading to this wondrous series of
events that together are called the National Youth Gathering. The eleven young people going are Lexi Bahr, Natalie
Baumann, Aaron Bower, Alisha Bower, Kadie Jo Butteris, Kami Clerkin, Hannah Coyne, Shayna Labarge-Bilse, Austin
Mason, Krista Mc Sherry, and Sarah Ziegler. The four adult chaperones are Joy Anderson, Lisa Faherty-Bilse, Valerie Way
and myself. We will be taking Badger Busses down and back from the Crescent City. All of our preparations have been
done along with the youth and chaperones of Immanuel Lutheran and Springdale Lutheran churches. About $10,000 has
been raised and also received in gifts by the BLC youth. Our estimate of expenses, including registration at the event,
transportation, lodging and meals is about $12,500 (or roughly $800 per person). We are thankful for your continuing
support.

I have met many adults who have attended these gatherings in the past and share with me that they have vivid and

special memories of their experience of God in this kind of setting.

What a blessing it is in having you support these young Christians in another portion of their faith journey with God.

. “God’s Work — Our Hands” is alive and well at Barneveld Lutheran Church. There are several
GlObal MISSIO members of our congregation who thrive on quilt making and working on mission projects. Thank
you to everyone who donated items to help make these projects possible. These facts and figures are
extracted from the report given to the council by Ruth Ehlert.

January found all of us totally involved with making small baby quilts as well as lap quilts for wheelchair patients in
nursing homes and assisted living facilities. The following items were delivered:

10 child quilts to WE Care in Dodgeville

14 lap quilts to Mineral Point Care Center

6 child quilts and 2 wall hangings to Gilda’s Club in Madison

4 lap quilts delivered to members of our congregation who were ill

4 lap quilts sent with Kathy Bramlett on a mission trip to Mexico
In February 80 large quilts were constructed to be distributed to Lutheran World Relief and Native American Tribes.
Quilting days were observed most Tuesdays and Thursdays in February.

In March 24 lap quilts were delivered to Crest Ridge Assisted living facility in Dodgeville, what a joy as residents picked
out a quilt for themselves.

A donation has been made to the Jodi Lou Rickert Foundation. A total of 10 quilts and 6 baby sweaters have been sent to
be sold in memory of Jodi and in honor of so many whose lives have been affected by cancer.

On April 2, three quilters delivered 24 lap quilts to Ingleside Nursing Home. We have recently added the Veterans
Administration Hospital in Madison to those receiving lap quilts. There are many soldiers who have served in Iraq now
at the VA Hospital.

In addition to quilt making, we are working on making diapers and washcloths from t-shirts. We have made over 100
diapers and 200 plus washcloths. School bags are an ongoing mission and when we aren’t quilting and sewing, we are
constructing and filling them.

Four of our members who recently traveled to Africa on vacation took with them 48 boxes of crayons, 50 pencils, 24 pencil
sharpeners and 4 quilts. We take our members for taking and distributing these items.

We have also been asked to construct “activity —goody” bags for the children to use will attending worship, which will
contain colors, coloring books, possibly a toy etc.

On March 25 Charlanne Fitzgerald, had her car brimming full of items to take to the Northern Wisconsin Native
American Tribes. The items were:
