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A “In August at the ELCA church-

wide assembly, the following

question was asked by the preacher:
"Everyone who thinks the Church of Jesus Christ has a
mission, raise your hands. Arms rose upward. He then
announced: "NO, that is not right. It is this way,” he

said: "The mission of Jesus Christ has the Church!” The Holy
Spirit continues to guide, enlighten, make holy, and
keep faithful this Church.”(edited from Bishop Burnside
8/20/09 email)

Following a nine year process including deep and
widespread study and deliberation, the churchwide
assembly presented and voted upon a human sexuality
statement. The assembly is made up of 60% lay members
and 40% rostered leaders (clergy and other professional
ministers). In brief, the 50 page study had
recommendations about many subjects, including
human sexual trafficking, exploitation and abuse of
children, cohabitation, and sex education. However, the
issue from the statement that made “the news” was
contained in two pages of the fifty. The hot button issue

was about homosexuality.

From the statement, the assembly approved four
resolutions on this issue. It is my understanding that the
statement very clearly says that we do not have a
consensus about how to be “Church” together regarding
homosexuality. Here is my abbreviated description of

the four resolutions in order of their approval.

e “...the ELCA commit itself to bear one another’s
burdens, love the neighbor, and respect the bound

consciences of all.”

e B) ”...the ELCA commit itself to finding ways to
allow congregations that choose to do so (my

emphasis) to recognize, support and hold publicly
accountable life-long, monogamous, same gender

relationships.”

o () “...commit the ELCA to finding a way for people
in such publicly accountable, life-long, monogamous,
same gender relationships to serve as rostered leaders
of this church.”

e D) “...call upon members to respect the bound
consciences of those with whom they disagree; declare
the intent to allow structured flexibility in decision-
making about candidacy and the call process;
eliminate the prohibition of rostered service by
members in publicly accountable, life-long,
monogamous, same gender relationships; recognize
and commit to respect the conviction of members who
believe that the ELCA should not call or roster people
in committed same-gender relationships; develop
accountability guidelines; amend ministry policy
documents and state that this church continue to
trust congregations, bishops, synods, and others
responsible for determining who should be called into

public ministry.”

What does this mean? For me, this first item is most
important for it means WE ACT AS CHRISTIANS. For

me, item B means congregations choose whether to

allow (or not allow) for the “blessing” of publicly
accountable, life-long, monogamous, same gender
relationships in the congregation. For me, item C means
congregations will participate in developing the way(s)
in which a person (or persons) living in a publicly
accountable, life-long, monogamous, same gender
relationship will (or will not) become a rostered leader in
the ELCA. Item C does not mean, for me, that any
congregation will be forced to call any particular
rostered leader. For me, item D means congregations
and individuals are called as Christians to live with the
differences between those who believe the ELCA should
(or the ELCA should not) roster leaders living in
publicly accountable, life-long, monogamous, same
gender relationships. Item D also is how the ELCA will
begin working at defining the policies for making items,
B, C and D happen. And, if you want more details they
are available on the ELCA web page www.elca.org or
you can ask me to help you get copies.

What does this vote mean for BLC? First, I know and
you know too, that we have members on both sides of
this issue, similar to the differences between those who
are conservative or liberal, Republican or Democrat,
union or non-union, big or small government,
communion every Sunday or only on special days, high
church or low church, coffee or non- coffee drinkers,

etc... Second, I don’t believe that this is an issue that

makes or breaks us as church, no more than our
different feelings about lutefisk, lefse or rommegrot
does. Third, as a called and ordained minister of the
church of Christ, I am called to serve all people
regardless of their views, actions, or feelings. Whether it
is an outstanding citizen or it is one who is serving
prison time; God has called me, through this
congregation, to serve all others in Christ’s name. I will
prayerfully continue to serve as God wills me do.
Fourth, St. Paul reminds me and each of us in Romans
3:23 “...all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God...”
and so we all need a Savior. Finally, what makes us the
“Church” is that we follow Jesus because he is Savior.
He holds us together as “Church” despite everything we
think, say, feel or do. He always has and he always will
keep us as his body, the “Church”. Jesus holds us
together as “Church” because we are his mission. For
that we need to proclaim, “Thanks be to God!”

Pastor Ponderings

The issue of staffing the BLC nursery was brought up at
the September council meeting. We publicize that we staff
it. To my knowledge we have not staffed the nursery
since I arrived here in December 2007 (perhaps before
then, as well). Particularly if you use the nursery, or have
used it in the past, the council wants to hear from you.
Shall we staff the nursery or not? If so, can we staff it
using volunteers as was done in the past? If you are a
family that uses the nursery should you be expected to

also volunteer to help staff it? Other ideas?

October worship will include several different things. A
“blessing of animals” service will be on 10/11. Bring a
photo of your animal to be blessed. God created all things
for good and we will celebrate the good of creation in this

blessing.

A healing service will be a portion of worship on 10/18.
You will be offered the chance to come forward to receive
a “laying on of hands” with a blessing for healing of

body, mind and/or spirit.

Reformation Sunday will be celebrated in worship on

10/25. We will remember the formation of what became

the protestant and specifically Lutheran Christian

traditions.

e Stewardship Temple Talks will be each Sunday in

worship. We will have a lay person speaking about

“what stewardship means to me” every Sunday in

October.

¢ A seminary fund was created by a member of St Peter

Lutheran Church in Fennimore. It offers money to
seminary students from our synod, the South Central
Synod of Wisconsin (SCSW). Each fall this fund
requests monetary gifts from congregations in the
synod to support the long term need of providing
pastors for current and future generations. The
expenses of seminary continue to be moved from
congregations, synods, the greater church and
seminaries onto the individual student. As an example,
our household still is paying on $20,000 of student
loans from seminary. The last data I had stated that the
average seminary graduate will have over $35,000
student debt. The scholarships are increasingly
necessary for potential students to begin or continue in
seminary. Please pray about what you and BLC should

do for this ministry need.

e Last— As with budgets in most churches these days,

cutbacks have become necessary. In the early summer
our synod reduced its giving to the ELCA by several
percent. A motion was passed for congregations to
have a special Sunday (near Reformation) that would
be designated to take a special offering to help make up
the shortfall. The suggestion was the offering should
amount to each congregation giving $1 per baptized
member. For BLC that would mean $551 total. The
council has approved that we will collect this offering.
It will tentatively be collected on Sunday November 8.
That Sunday will also be a pulpit exchange when a
nearby pastor from Mt Horeb will come preach here
and Vicar Rich and I will go preach there. The details
are still being worked out for the Sunday called, “And
God said it is Good!”
