The folks of this church have certainly
“spent much time together” lately in the service
of making Lefse for the 60" Annual Lutefisk &
Meatball Dinner coming up on November
7th—as if any of you didn’t know.

For a little over two weeks now, I have
watched church members gather to volunteer,
work for their church, and serve their
community via the creation of this esoteric
Scandinavian variant on the potato pancake, or
perhaps potato crepe would be a more accurate
description. Anyway they’ve made literally
thousands in anticipation of the big event, and
this got me wondering about the relative scale
of this endeavor. So I asked Marcia for some
info, then I crunched some numbers, and here
are some facts you might not know about the
amount of Lefse that’s been made in our
church’s kitchen in the service of Christ. Keep
in mind that this supper’s typical attendance is
around a thousand people. The final total on
the number of Lefse came in at 1,971. This is
truly an awesome number.

Please consider these further extrapolations on
this data: at 16 inches per average individual
crepe, the volunteers have made 31,536 inches
worth of Lefse placed end to end—that's
around 2,628 feet. It is also the equivalent to 1.8
of Chicago’s Sear’s Towers. It is 876 yards or
close to nine NFL football fields. It is more than
twice the distance across Colorado’s Royal
Gorge or two modern aircraft carriers placed

end to end plus 30 yards. It just goes to show
you what a group of individuals who are
“together in their belief,” moved by the Spirit,
and having “things in common” can achieve.

The quote I'm sharing with you this
month is from the book of Acts of the Apostles.
It describes two of the earliest practices to
characterize  the  Christian community,
generous charity and table fellowship. Acts is
an important book because it records
humanity’s first attempts to live out Christ’s
Gospel on earth as a social reality. Critics often
poke fun at the enthusiasm of these first
Christians by labeling them as naive. Christ’s
Gospel, however, calls for just such radical
optimism. And Christian Mission calls for a
similarly audacious generosity even today.

I feel blessed to be serving my
internship in just such an audaciously
optimistic community. At ten weeks in, I
remain astounded by the ease with which
Barneveld Lutheran pursues such tasks.
“Selling goods and distributing proceeds to all
as any have need” is no easy feat. It is an even
more difficult task to practice such grace “with
glad and generous hearts,” especially in this
economy. Yet somehow BLC still manages it.
And perhaps most importantly they manage to
pass this valuable Christian ethic on to their
youth as well. Trick or treating for the food
pantry is one example, but the sincere
spontaneous community focused prayer that
I've witnessed about every Wednesday night
during Confirmation sessions is absolutely
extraordinary.

I am happy to say that this year as November
begins we all have a lot to be thankful for
regarding God’s gifts of generosity as well as
community.
