I solemnly charge you in the presence of God and of
Christ Jesus... and by his appearing and by his
kingdom: preach the word; be ready in-season and
out-of-season; reprove, rebuke, exhort, with great
patience and instruction. For the time will come
when they will not endure sound doctrine; but
wanting to have their ears tickled, they will
accumulate for themselves teachers in accordance to
their own desires, and will turn away their ears from
the truth and will turn aside to myths. But you, be
sober in all things, endure hardship, do the work of an
evangelist, fulfill your ministry. For I am already
being poured out... and the time of my departure has
come. (2 TIM 4:1-6)

This month’s Bible passage records
Paul’s last bit of advice before taking his leave of
Timothy. This will also be my last Barneveld
Newsletter article since the time of my departure
draws near. So I write to you in some sadness
this day because our time together must end; it
has all gone too quickly for me. I will miss this
church a great deal. You have taught me so
much about Pastoral ministry and Christian
leadership, as well as what it means to be a
community active in Faith and love. I cannot
thank you enough for the generosity, the
patience, and the affection that you have shown
to me and my family this past year. We are now
most intimately acquainted with what it means
to feel blessed because of our experiences here.
Barneveld is a wonderful setting for Pastoral
education. It remains my prayer, therefore, that
time and fortune, along with God’s will, might

conspire so that in future you may find
yourselves engaged in this ministry on a more
permanent basis. It is also my wish that you may
somehow find the funds to comfortably pursue
this mission. I know you possess gifts and
talents which time and time again have
convinced me that this is indeed a mission for
which all of you are called.

In this month’s passage, Paul directs
Timothy to preach the word, to remain ready for
mission, and to criticize and encourage his
tellow Christians with great patience and
instruction. Clearly mission and ministry are an
ongoing part of the Christian life to which each
of us is and will continue to be called. And there
are numerous ways to preach the word; one can
proclaim the Gospel by feeding hungry
outsiders, by looking after their needs as fellow
children-of-God, and by welcoming them into
the body of Christ as a community of living
saints. And these are things I've seen you do
well Barneveld, so keep it up.

It is only within lively dialogue and
patient leadership that sound doctrine can
endure. The world is always framing myths that
seek to take the Gospel’s place within our hearts
by tickling our fancies. Yet Christ's gospel
challenges our sinfulness and drives us toward
radical generosity; Christ’s Gospel always calls
us to action in God’s world; it is always
transforming, expansive, and inclusive; Christ’s
Gospel typically involves our welcoming of the
outcast even if it means enduring hardship. For
as Christ poured out his own being for the sake of
this broken undeserving creation, we too are
called as members of his body to limit ourselves
so that others may know God’s love and have a
share in Christ’'s promise. I thank you for
welcoming and nurturing me this year and for
offering to welcome another in the coming one.
May Christ’s Gospel continue to bless, keep, and
challenge all of you in future.

As you might imagine our family is still in the afterglow
of our third daughter’s wedding on June 12th. With a
forecast of scattered rain and/or hot, humid weather,
instead we had clouds and an occasional light, cool
breeze for the outdoor wedding. The many who
gathered for the celebration returned to their homes to
declare how much God has done for them. During the
endings and beginnings of living life we marvel at God
who works in and through the incarnate one, Jesus.

The recent graduations of students with the many and
various celebrations both locally and throughout the
nation are also a reflection of God’s presence with God’s
people in the world. One movement of life ends when a
graduation occurs and it signifies the beginning of
another portion of life. We, in God’s church, offer our
declaration for how much God has done for these
students and we give thanks.

Generously
giving us life in all we have, in all we are and in all we
can become, when we follow God’s will for us.

With graduations, we hope that God’s future will bring
about good things in each person’s life. With weddings
we hope God will be a significant portion of the couple’s
lives. With parenting we hope for God to be leading
each parent to guide children in God’s ways. So much of
what is to come is in the hands of God. We declare
God’s favor even as we hold onto the promises of Christ
who declares that God works good in us and for future
generations of believers.

So it is with Vicar Rich. With him, we have declared
God’s glorious works to one another. He has shared his
faith with us. It is faith that we Lutherans believe comes
to us only through the power of God’s Holy Spirit.

Where will God lead Rich, along with his family, to
carry the marvelous word of God? How will the past
year of teaching and learning with BLC affect the
ministry of God that will be done by Rich? Only God
knows. There will yet be untold baptisms, marriages,
confirmations, and communions to be presided over by
Rich. He will do these things in the name of Jesus.

Rich soon ends his time at BLC and in September he will
begin his last year of study at Wartburg seminary in
Dubuque.
